Exam   
1. Drama (30%) – A Streetcar Named Desire by Tennessee Williams & Othello by William Shakespeare 
(separate essays) – 2 Hours and 15 Minutes   
2. Prose (20%) – The Picture of Dorian Gray by Oscar Wilde & Dracula by Bram Stoker (comparative 
essay) – 1 Hour   
3. Poetry (30%) – Comparative question on poetry from ‘Poems of the Decade’ anthology and unseen 
poetry & The Less Deceived by Philip Larkin (separate essays) – 2 hours 15 Minutes   
Coursework  
4. NEA (20%) – Theme: 20th Century America. One comparative essay on two 20th Century American 
texts (selected from a range of options) (2,500 – 3,000 words)

Compulsory Work   

  

• Read A Streetcar Named Desire by Tennessee Williams.  

• Read The Picture of Dorian Gray by Oscar Wilde.  

• Essay task: Explore how Oscar Wilde presents the character of Dorian Gray in the 

opening four chapters of the novel. Please word process this if you can. This essay will be 

marked and used to give us an idea of your analysis skills. You should aim to write 500 – 

1,000 words. 

• Knowledge Review: Compile a glossary of key poetic terminology. This can be word 

processed if you prefer and will be approximately one or two sides of A4. 

 
Note: There will be reading quizzes on both of the texts listed above at the start of term 

and we will be taking in the marks!

Those of you that would like to do some extra sideways reading may wish to read the following texts. They 

are all texts that link to the set examination texts:  
  

• Poetry: Any of the poems in the anthology.  

• Prose: Robert Louis Stevenson, The Strange Case of Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde; any gothic novels from 

the 18th or 19th century – e.g. Frankenstein by Mary Shelley.    

• Drama: Tennessee Williams, ‘The Glass Menagerie’ or any of his other plays.
